At the point in the movie where Robin's character got sucked into the board game, 
Facebook went down and the biggest storm since 1888 was hitting the east coast, with 
the eye of the storm on Hartford, CT.

That is the headquarters of the company, The Hartford Insurance Company, that almost 
deliberately killed me because they valued profit more than my life.

An odd thing about this is that the person who told
me that Facebook went down was an accountant for
them. (Note her post on January 26th at 11:11pm!)

This all seemed so surreal and I wondered why it
happened on THIS day, as I've had another major
event related to Robin that had a significant date...
and that was the Valley Fire.

It was this week that I realized the day that Robin's
character got sucked into my real life version of
Jumanji also happens to be Ellen's birthday.....
